If you haven’t already vaccinated your sons and daughters against HPV, it’s not too late.  HPV, also known as the Human Papillomavirus, affects about 14 million people each year.  It can cause several types of cancer in people of all ages.  There is a vaccine for pre-teens that can prevent HPV. 

	The HPV vaccine is for 11 and 12 year-old boys and girls.  It is a very safe vaccine.  After just three shots, your child will be fully immunized against HPV.  If your child has not yet been vaccinated against HPV, please schedule an appointment with your child’s doctor today. Most health insurance covers the cost of the HPV vaccine. 
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
