 CPT Codes and 2013 Medicare, Medicaid, and Dental Reimbursement Schedule 
 (Corrected version REPLACES previously provided HO Memo #13-17)

Attached is corrected Excel spreadsheet and Adobe (PDF) files containing the revised 2013 Medicare and Medical Assistance reimbursement rates.  This corrected spreadsheet and PFD replaces the information distributed May 9, 2012 as Health Officer Memo #12-03, and the original HOM #13-17. 
Two corrections have been made to correct the rate of reimbursement for anesthesiology services provided by a Certified Registered Nurse Anesthetist (CRNA) without medical direction by a physician on Attachments 1 (Excel) and 2 (PDF). 
· On page 17 of the CRC&General sheet, Note 5., the sentence was changed to replace 50% with 80%: “If using a CRNA without medical direction by a physician the reimbursement is 80% of the calculated amount (modifier QZ).” 
5. Medicare reimburses for anesthesia using a formula based on Uniform Relative Value Unit (RVU) (also referred to as 'base unit') for the procedure, time unit, conversion factor, and if special procedure. RVUs for anesthesia procedures are set by Medicare. Anesthesiologists submit the length of time of procedure: Medicare converts the time to units, then applies the formula. Anesthesiologists are reimbursed at 100%; however, if using a CRNA, the anesthesiologist receives 50%, and the CRNA receives 50%.  80%
· On page 20 of the CRC&General sheet replace 50% with 80%:  “QZ|  CRNA service: without medical direction by a physician (80%).”

On the attached Excel worksheet we have listed most of the Medicare and Medicaid (Medical Assistance) codes used in our programs.  Please remember that programs are to reimburse diagnosis and treatment services at the appropriate Medicaid rate.  If programs had to negotiate contracts with providers for diagnosis or treatment services above the Medicaid rates, remember the rates may not go above the Medicare rates.  This year we have not listed the Medicare rates for diagnosis and treatment procedures in these sheets.  Program staff may call our office to obtain the Medicare rate or may access the Medicare rates through Novitas Solutions https://www.novitas-solutions.com for additional information for codes/rates not listed on the sheets.    
NOTE:

· The pharmacy rates can change on a quarterly basis.  There are two pharmacy rate periods included in the sheets, Jan-Mar and Apr-Jun 2013.  
· The Excel document includes 5 tabs for worksheets:  four rate chart tabs for the Medicare and Medical Assistance reimbursement rates for Colorectal & General, Oral, Prostate, and Skin cancers.  The county-specific Core Based Statistical Area (CBSA) Ambulatory Surgical Center (ASC) facility fee rates for colorectal cancer screening procedures are now incorporated into the Colorectal & General chart instead of on separate pages.
· In the Excel document there is a new tab (“By CPT Code”) that combines all rate charts into one sheet sorted by CPT code for easy look-up.  
· The physical examination codes at the beginning of the Colorectal & General worksheet tab and the additional notes and modifiers codes listed at the end of the Colorectal & General worksheet pertain to physical exams relevant to the oral, prostate, or skin cancer worksheets and are not repeated in those worksheets.

· The Additional Notes and footnotes are at the bottom of the Colorectal & General worksheet and are not repeated on the additional worksheets.
· Also attached are two PDF files:  One of the Colorectal & General, Oral, Prostate, and Skin cancer worksheets and one of the By CPT Code sheet.  These make printing easier because the formatting is locked.

Please remember that programs contracting with a facility/hospital regulated under the Maryland Health Services Cost Review Commission (MSHCRC) should review and follow Health Officer Memos #12-44 dated December 17, 2012 and #13-11 dated March 19, 2013 regarding the facility contracts for HSCRC regulated facilities and the current reimbursement guidance.
You can access the 2013 Medicaid (Medical Assistance) Provider Fee Manual and Fee Schedule by going to http://mmcp.dhmh.maryland.gov/SitePages/Home.aspx and then click on “About Our Programs”, then scroll down and click on “Provider Information” to find the reimbursement information sites.  The laboratory fees and the dental reimbursement amounts are also listed on this site.
