Last colonoscopy findings:  5 tubular adenomas, all <10 mm, in cecum, ascending, and sigmoid colon

2.  Cecum:  12 mm irregular polypoid mass; biopsied, removed piecemeal; not completely removed

Screening for Lung Cancer: U.S. Preventive Services Task Force Recommendation Statement

DRAFT

Summary of Recommendation and Evidence

· The U.S. Preventive Services Task Force (USPSTF) recommends annual screening for lung cancer with low-dose computed tomography (LDCT) in persons at high risk for lung cancer based on age and smoking history. 

· This is a Grade B recommendation.
· Paying for genetic testing and for virtual colonoscopy:  Both are allowed as uses for your CRF funding.  For virtual colonoscopy, please justify the need for virtual colonoscopy and give a call to your program contact for approval for this expenditure.

Please see the set of instructions posted in the CDB Help Menu called CDB-Compatibility View Settings on how to correct the problems.  If problems persist, please notify us.
