Background
The original version of the CDB was written in a software language called Cold Fusion.  This new version is written in a language called Active Server Pages (ASP).  While a great deal has changed with the conversion ‘behind the scenes,’ these changes should appear seamless to you:   The CDB should look the same and operate with the same functionality.  One new feature of ASP.net version is the ability to upload PDF documents to attach to client records (refer to HO Memo #13-27 for instructions and file naming conventions).
