Use of Cigarette Restitution Fund Program (CRFP) funds for clients participating in Cancer Treatment Clinical Trials
______________________________________________________________________________
We were asked by a Cigarette Restitution Funded program if it is acceptable to use CRFP funds to pay for client expenses incurred during participation in cancer treatment clinical trail.  We obtained legal counsel regarding this question. The following table describes the clinical Items in question followed by our response to use of CRFP funds for that item. These positions are consistent with the Center for Cancer Surveillance and Control (CCSC) payment for treatment under the Breast and Cervical Cancer Diagnosis and Treatment Program:
	Item
	Use of CCSC--CRFP funds

	Medications for Phase III clinical cancer treatment trials
	Yes, pay for medications/chemotherapy

	Complications from Phase III clinical cancer trials
	Only on a case by case basis based on the complications and the relationship to the cancer, and in consultation with the appropriate Medical Advisory Committee. 

	Medications or other treatment for Phase I, II clinical cancer trials
	No, do not pay for medications/chemotherapy

	Complications from Phase I or II clinical cancer trials
	No, do not pay

	Medical testing needed for entry into or ongoing participation in Phase I, II, or III cancer treatment clinical trials (e.g., for staging, for follow-up)
	Pay only if the medical testing would be routinely performed for someone who was receiving standard therapy outside of the clinical cancer trial; evaluate the requested procedure(s)/testing on a case-by-case basis;

Document the program’s decision in the patient’s medical chart.
