Maryland continues to be in the forefront of cancer prevention, education and outreach efforts to reduce the disparities and mortality from colorectal cancer.
Consistent with our ongoing efforts to improve the health and well-being of Maryland residents, we would like to alert you to the Survey of Endoscopic Capacity II (SECAP II) study, which is being conducted by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC). This study estimates capacity for endoscopic colorectal cancer screening and diagnostic follow-up. The national survey is currently in the field.  Facilities performing lower endoscopy in Maryland may be selected to complete a survey as part of the randomly selected national sample. 

Active participation strengthens the study, and results can help inform current and future colorectal cancer screening delivery. We request that you encourage endoscopists in your area to complete the survey if they receive one.
