We have revised the Colorectal Cancer (CRC) Screening Form for the Client Database (CDB) to capture more detail and information for procedure findings including withdrawal time, sessile serrated polyps/adenomas, and hyperplastic polyps on page 3 of the form (Attachment 1 in Word and PDF formats).  In addition to the revisions to the findings of colonoscopy, we have also revised the risk factors on page 1 to include personal and family history of serrated polyps.  This form updates the previous screening form in HO Memo #11-01.  The changes are consistent with the newly revised CRC Minimal Elements per Health Officer (HO) Memo #13-24.  Please refer to the screen shots and descriptions of the changes in Attachment 2.  We ask that you begin using the form immediately.
The corresponding Guidance for Cancer CDB Form Completion:  Colorectal Cancer Screening document (referred to as ‘form guidance’) has been updated to reflect the changes including revisions and additions of the fields (Attachment 3).
