New QA Reports Menu and New Reports in Client Database, March 2014 (CDB Guidance #69)

We are pleased to announce there are new reports for your use in the Client Database (CDB).
1. New Quality Assurance (QA) Reports
There is a new section entitled ‘Q/A reports’ under the Reports Menu that contain the new reports along with some existing QA reports.   Many of the new reports address quality assurance items reflected in the yearly CDB Quality Review and will assist each local program in maintaining accurate data and monitoring case management services appropriately.  Please see Attachment 1 for a screen capture of the list of reports contained in the menu.  

Each CPEST local program is required to run the QA reports and resolve identified issues (at least) quarterly each fiscal year, and incorporate this process into local policies and procedures in annual CPEST grant applications.  The reports should be run to coincide with the quarterly benchmark schedule as follows:


On or before:
September 30, December 31, March 31, June 30 (of each year)
2. New Line List Reports

A new report called Line List by Cycle and Procedure (LLCP) has been developed for each of the four modules, colorectal, prostate, oral, and skin.  Information is also detailed in Attachment 1.
