WHEREAS, vaccines are available to protect against the types of HPV that most often cause cervical cancer; and 
WHEREAS, the Maryland Department of Health and Mental Hygiene recommends that Maryland families discuss the importance of HPV vaccination for girls and boys with their child’s health care provider; and
WHEREAS, all women are encouraged to take measures to ensure their health by discussing a schedule of regular cervical cancer screening with a health care provider.
