We are writing to tell you about a serious disease called HPV and to urge you to protect your child from this illness.  HPV, also known as the Human Papillomavirus, affects about 14 million people each year.  It can cause several types of cancer in people of all ages.  There is a vaccine for teens that can prevent HPV. 

	HPV vaccine is for 11 and 12 year-old boys and girls.  It is a very safe vaccine.  After just three shots, your child will be fully immunized against HPV.  If your teen has not yet been vaccinated against HPV, please schedule an appointment with your doctor or local health department today. Most health insurance covers the cost of the HPV vaccine and local health departments offer free or reduced cost for HPV vaccination. 

	 The HPV vaccine prevents cancer. It is a safe, easy, effective step you can take in helping your child live a healthy and happy life. The attached fact sheet has more information about the HPV that may be helpful. You can make an appointment today for your child to get vaccinated.
