Revised Prostate Cancer Minimal Elements, October 2012

· Prostate Cancer Minimal Elements for Information, Screening Diagnosis, Treatment, and Follow-up
· What You Need to Know about Prostate Cancer Screening

Attached are the revised Prostate Cancer—Minimal Elements for Information, Screening, Diagnosis, Treatment, and Follow-up, as finalized by the DHMH Prostate Cancer Medical Advisory Committee (MAC). These will replace the Prostate Cancer Minimal Elements package that was distributed in HO Memo #10-22, May 17, 2010.  The first page of the Minimal Elements highlights the major changes in this revised version, including the recommendation against screening men for prostate cancer with PSA testing in the Cigarette Restitution Fund Program.  This is consistent with the recently released U.S. Preventive Services Task Force recommendations (http://www.uspreventiveservicestaskforce.org/prostatecancerscreening.htm).  Please note that the CPEST funding can still be used for PSA testing that is done as follow-up to past PSA elevations, for example as part of active surveillance, or as post-treatment surveillance. 
Also enclosed is the updated Fact Sheet that covers the essential information needed prior to screening as specified by the Prostate MAC in the Minimal Elements.  The Fact Sheet is attached in pdf and in Word so you may modify it and add your program name and contact information.  
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The CPEST long form program consent found in HO Memo #11-42 is generic for all of the CPEST programs.  Before using that form for prostate testing that is done for surveillance, diagnosis, or post treatment, please review the form and modify it so that it does not specify screening for prostate cancer.
