· Colorectal Cancer Minimal Elements – Update 2013:  We are collecting the Medical Advisory Committee comments on the latest version and hope to get the update out to you by the end of this month.
· Results Letter Template for Colorectal Cancer Screening, Definitions for Common Conditions found during Colonoscopy and Colorectal Cancer Fact Sheet – Refer to Health Officer Memo#13-08.
· Prostate Cancer Slide Set for your public education INCLUDING New Employee Orientation Power Points and Quizzes slides at the end specifically for education of staff who will be presenting this information and discussing screening with men. The slides (Attachment 1 to Health Officer Memo #13-13) were attached as Power Point slides and also attached as 4 slides per page, in black and white, for printing. Also provided was a Quiz for new employee orientation and instructions for submitting completed quizzes – Refer to Health Officer Memo #13-13.
· In your program, when is a person with cancer sent to a Multidisciplinary Care Team or second opinion for evaluation and determination of appropriate treatment?  New Minimal Elements for CRC:  
“Educate primary care providers to refer patients initially diagnosed with CRC to high volume surgeons and centers that have multidisciplinary cancer treatment teams, when possible.”   (Maryland Comprehensive Cancer Control Plan, Chapter 9 Page 10: Goal 1, Objective 2, Strategy 1).  

The local program or the medical care providers(s) may also refer the patient to a cancer multidisciplinary team or to another provider for a second opinion regarding treatment.  

How would this work in your jurisdiction?
· How do your clients receive colonoscopy results?

· What does the provider tell the patient and when (right after the colonoscopy; after he pathology results return; at an office visit…)?  Is it written?
· What does the provider tell the LHD and when? Is it written?
· What does the  LHD tell the patient and when?  (Results letter)
· Determining when to enroll and complete the CDB on clients who may be underinsured:  

· Enrolling underinsured clients in hindsight when the client’s costs were higher than anticipated (e.g., a Medicare patient who unexpectedly got bills; a person with high deductibles or copayments).
· Enrolling and entering CDB data only after getting the bill and assuring that the LHD will help pay (rather than putting in a lot of work and having to remove data if the patient is nearly or fully covered)

Screening for Oral Cancer: U.S. Preventive Services Task Force Recommendation Statement
DRAFT

Summary of Recommendation and Evidence

The U.S. Preventive Services Task Force (USPSTF) concludes that the current evidence is insufficient to assess the balance of benefits and harms of screening for oral cancer in asymptomatic adults.

This is an I statement.

Suggestions for Practice Regarding the I Statement

This recommendation is intended for primary care providers. Dentists and dental care providers, by their profession, examine the oral cavity during the clinical encounter. In deciding whether to screen for oral cancer, primary care providers should consider the following.  …
Other Approaches to Prevention 

The USPSTF recommends that clinicians screen all adults for tobacco use, recommend against tobacco use, and provide tobacco cessation interventions for those who use tobacco products (7). The USPSTF also recommends the use of screening and behavioral counseling interventions in primary care settings in order to reduce alcohol misuse by adults (8).
· Risk Assessment, Genetic Counseling, and Genetic Testing for BRCA-Related Cancer: U.S. Preventive Services Task Force Recommendation Statement

Summary of Recommendations and Evidence

The U.S. Preventive Services Task Force (USPSTF) recommends that primary care providers screen women who have family members with breast or ovarian cancer with one of several screening tools (see the Clinical Considerations) designed to identify a family history that may be associated with an increased risk for potentially harmful mutations in breast cancer susceptibility genes (BRCA1 or BRCA2). Women with a positive screen should receive genetic counseling and, if indicated after counseling, BRCA testing. 

This is a B recommendation.
The USPSTF recommends against routine genetic counseling or routine BRCA testing for women whose family history is not associated with an increased risk for potentially harmful mutations in the BRCA1 or BRCA2 genes. 

This is a D recommendation.

Table 1 describes the USPSTF grades, and Table 2 describes the USPSTF classification of levels of certainty about net benefit.

· CDB Reminder:  Set your Internet browser to Internet Explorer when using Client Database (CDB); do NOT use Google Chrome with the database.
· CDB Connectivity:  Problems for Internet users accessing the CDB through Novell Access Manager:  The problem has been with the DHMH servers; we have discussed short term and long term ‘fixes’ for the problem.  We believe it is fixed for now.
· CDB Update:  Planning a change to the software for data entry screens.  

· Looking for a volunteer to pilot the test site prior to implementation; involves entering ‘live’ data
· Adding a new feature called Upload:  allows you to upload files to save with the database, specifically, colonoscopy, pathology, and operative reports for CRC.   This would require a scanner with option to scan the document to a .pdf format—may need to budget in FY14
· CDB Benchmarks:  Second Quarter FY13 (See Health Officer Memo #13-10)
· Colonoscopy Sites Update: Thank you for helping to update the list of colonoscopy sites in your jurisdiction.
