3. DHMH Efforts to Increase HPV Vaccine Update,– Meredith Truss (Maryland Comprehensive Cancer Control) 
· The Maryland Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DHMH) has implemented a multi-pronged approach to focus on educating Maryland health care providers and Maryland parents of adolescents eligible for the HPV vaccine.  Activities include:
o   Running TV/radio spots encouraging parents to get their child vaccinated against HPV.

o   Collaborating with the Maryland Chapter of the American Academy of Pediatrics (AAP) to provide educate provider members through bi-weekly digests and a special issue of the Chapter Newsletter.

o   Utilizing regularly scheduled Vaccines for Children (VFC) provider trainings to include a focus on HPV.

o   Printing and disseminating a CDC fact sheet on HPV for providers to give to parents when recommending the HPV vaccine.
o   Creating electronic toolkits for multiple audiences to include links to existing CDC TV/radio ads, CDC print materials, and cover letter from DHMH leadership indicating HPV vaccines as a priority and encouraging use of toolkit with current patients/providers.

· DHMH is asking for assistance in spreading the word to providers in your networks and communities about the CDC HPV "Fact Sheet for Parents" (English language only) available now from DHMH in bulk order at no cost to providers. 

· These 1 page fact sheets are excellent for providers to give to parents when recommending the HPV vaccine in their practices.  The fact sheet provides information about HPV and cancer, the two vaccines currently available, and the reasons why parents should get their child vaccinated. 

· 20,000 copies of the CDC fact sheet are in stock and available for order.  Providers may order the fact sheets in packs of 25 at no cost. 

· To order, providers must completely fill out the attached order form (see attachment 1) with the number of packs their practice requests, and fax to Sandra Buie-Gregory at 410-333-5371.  The number of packs ordered will be mailed to them after DHMH receives the request.

· Health Care Provider (HCP) Education- Our recent annual fiscal progress report showed a 79% decrease in HCP indirect activities (i.e. EDB Form 2 - distribution of materials, publishing information) from 383,316 providers educated in FY13 to 80,275 in FY14. However there was a 42% increase in direct HCP activity methods implemented (i.e. EDB Form 1- brief interactions, group presentations, and individual). We encourage our program sites to continue to expand health care provider education as evidence shows providers impact patient motivation towards risk-reducing behaviors. Your site can utilize strategies outlined in HOM #04-21. Below are some strategies your fellow sites have utilized: 
· Resource material mailing distribution to include 1) ready-made templates with brief talking points providers can use with patients 2) referral information about your program, and 3) cancer prevention awareness tools. You can also provide literature request forms for additional materials.
· Expand your contacts to include Office/Practice Managers at provider sites, community events providers attend, local conferences and events targeting providers, and other key gatekeepers such as back office staff.
· Submit publications such as minimal elements updates during cancer awareness month to local health care facility newsletters.
· Submit educational updates via email distribution lists that target local health care professional groups and networks.

· Program Evaluation Summary:  The Program Evaluation Summary (see attachment 2) provides an overview of the areas that will be covered for the upcoming site visits for FY 15. 
· Access Manager: Local Programs that currently use “Access Manager” for CDB/EDB data entry will be logging into a new system called “Forefront” effective September 1, 2014. Current users of "Access Manager" will receive information on this transition to assist with the new sign-on process.
