· Local Program Medical Overseer/Manager – Designation
On September 9, 2014, Health Officer Memo (HOM) #14-29 was sent out requesting that each program identify the Local Medical Overseer/Manager as defined below and in our Standards of Care for Case Management (HOM #13-42). 
Local Program Medical Overseer/Manager: a physician/nurse practitioner (e.g., Health Officer,

Deputy Health Officer, Medical Director) at the local program who:

- answers medical questions and gives guidance to staff as needed; 

- writes/approves medical protocols; 

- works on/reviews policies and procedures for referral and linkages to care; 

- gives guidance to staff on reimbursement for medical screening, diagnosis, and treatment charges;

- may review the entire case record on the patient from the various medical and administrative 

case managers for quality assurance, etc.; and/or

- may oversee the entire program.

After conferring with your Health Officer, please use the provided form designating an individual as your Local Program Medical Overseer/Manager: a physician/nurse practitioner (e.g. Health Officer, Deputy Health Officer, Medical Director).  Forms may be scanned and emailed to Dwayne.Selph@maryland.gov or faxed to Dwayne Selph at 410-333-5210.  Please submit the completed forms by September 23, 2014.

· Complications Reporting Guidance to DHMH and Client Database (CDB) Documentation by Local Program staff is being revised. Health Officer Memo (HOM) #11-17 provides the current guidance for local program staff to follow until receipt of revised guidance.   Guidance on Complications Payment Policy for Local Programs will also be provided in this forthcoming revised guidance. The new guidelines will entail:
· Local programs will be required to enter all complications reported to the program into the Client Database (CDB) by selecting the applicable complication(s) from a list. 
· Local programs are still requested to report verbally to the CCPC only “major complications” (as defined in the guidelines). 
· If a Nurse Case Manager in a local program is uncertain as to whether an event should be defined as a complication, the Local Program Medical Overseer/Manager should be consulted for a determination. CCPC clinical staff remain available for guidance on an as-needed basis or for questions or issues unresolved by the Local Program Medical Overseer/Manager.
· If, in determining whether to provide payment for a complication, the Nurse Case Manager in a local program is unable to determine whether an even should be defined as a complication, the Local Program Medical Overseer/Manager should be consulted for a determination. CCPC clinical staff remain available for guidance on an as-needed basis or for questions or issues unresolved by the Local Program Medical Overseer/Manager.

· Appointee Exemption Disclosure Forms.  Please send your Community Health Coalition members’ completed Appointee Exemption Disclosure forms to the State Ethics Commission, 45 Calvert Street. 3rd Floor, Annapolis, MD 21401. Refer to Health Office Memos #13-19 and #10-41 for further guidance.  The Forms should not be sent to the DHMH Office of Appointments and Executive Nominations.
