Prevention Education and Treatment Programs

In April 2013, the new Executive Director of the Maryland State Ethics Commission, Mr. Michael W. Lord, reviewed the instructions previously provided to our programs in Health Officer Memo #10-41 regarding Community Health Coalition (CHCs) members and the need to complete the State Ethics Commission Appointee Exemption Disclosure Form.  Mr. Lord agreed with the guidance previously provided.  He shared a slightly updated Appointee Exemption Disclosure Form for use by future Coalition members (attached).  
It is our continued recommendation that local CHCs follow the Ethics Commission guidance in Health Officer Memo #10-41, annually review their membership, and confirm that they have a copy of the completed Appointee Exemption Disclosure Forms that was sent to the State Ethics Commission for all of their members.  The attached revised Appointee Exemption Disclosure Form should be used for all new Coalition members.  (It is not necessary to have members who have previously completed the form re-sign using the new form.)
