6.  Maryland Skin Cancer Prevention Program – Roberta Herbst 






On May 6 (Melanoma Monday), the U.S. Food and Drug Administration (FDA) proposed 
changes to its regulation of tanning devices, including a strong recommendation 
against the use of tanning beds by minors under the age of 18. We support the 
reclassification of indoor tanning devices and the placement of additional 
restrictions on 
indoor 
tanning, and are pleased that the FDA has taken this important first step. 
    
The FDA announced that it is proposing to raise the classification for sunlamps and 


tanning beds to a Class II level, which institutes stricter regulations to protect public 


health. Currently, indoor tanning devices are Class I, the category for items that have 


minimal potential to cause harm to individuals, such as adhesive bandages and tongue 


depressors.
    
With a reclassification, tanning bed and lamp manufacturers will be required to obtain a 


510(k) clearance to show that the product adheres to all performance standards and other 


regulatory requirements. Additionally, tanning bed and lamp manufacturers will be 


required to label the devices so that they: 

· Clearly inform consumers about the risks of using tanning beds;

· Warn frequent users of sunlamps to be regularly screened for skin cancer; and,

· Alert users that tanning lamps are not recommended for people under 18 years old.
The order includes the following warnings and recommendations: 
· Indoor tanning devices are not recommended for minors under the age of 18 years. 

· Indoor tanning devices should not be used if an individual has skin lesions or open wounds. 

· Indoor tanning devices should not be used if an individual has a history of skin cancer or a family history of skin cancer. 

· If an individual is regularly exposed to UV radiation, the FDA recommends skin checks. 

Under the proposed changes, manufacturers should provide updated labeling for all products on the market within one year of the FDA’s final order.

9.  Administrative, Fiscal Issues, Education and Training – Kelly Kesler, Barbara Andrews  
· Social Media Survey – Use of Social Media for Education and Outreach varies greatly among Local Health Departments. To assess current awareness and use of social media for CRF-CPEST programs and identify areas for development and training, we are conducting a short survey using “Survey Monkey” of local health departments.  We ask that one person from each CRF-CPEST program respond to the survey.  Preferably, the person completing the survey should be the person most directly responsible for the education and outreach activities of the CRF-CPEST Program.  For questions, please contact Kelly Kesler at kelly.kesler@maryland.gov.
· FY 2014 Grant Application – Application instructions and narrative will include only a few minor edits from last year.  The application cover letter will note these edits. The overall budget for the CRFP Public Health cancer grants in FY 2014 is level from last FY. The differences in local funding from last year would be due to the difference in the local jurisdictions’ relative proportions of new cancer cases or deaths.  PHPA has agreed to coordinate due dates for several local public health grants in order that the local programs can more easily coordinate staff plans using the various funding sources. The target release date for the CRF-CPEST Grant Application instructions is May 22 with due date of June 28, 2013.
· CRFP/CPEST Program Progress Reports – End of Year Reports are due July 31, 2013.  Refer to Health Officer Memo #12-43 for the needed template.
· Just a reminder – you were sent May, Skin Cancer Awareness Month materials in Health Officer Memo #13-15.  Hope you are finding it useful.  If you have thoughts regarding other materials/information, let us know now in order that we notes on your suggestions for next year’s materials.
· 2013 Medicare/Medicaid Reimbursement Fee Schedule – Provided in Health Officer Memo #13-17.  New feature is the chart that is sorted by CPT number.  

· Performance Measures:  Comparing the colonoscopies performed versus the local program’s Performance Measure is a good way to see if you are on target to meet your goal.  Some jurisdictions are not on target, or may have data from colonoscopies that have not yet been entered in the CDB.  Please check to see how many you still need to accomplish in the next 1.5 months to meet your goals.
· FY13 CRF-CPEST Site Visits - We have completed site visits for FY13 with only one exception, St. Mary’s County, due to changes in their staff. We learned much about each of your programs and appreciate all the preparation and efforts undertaken prior to our visits. We anticipate that all FY13 Site Visit reports to be provided within the next few weeks.  
· CRFP Unit: We are interviewing for the Nurse Consultant/Administrator I vacancies in our CRFP Unit.  This position was posted on the DHMH Current Recruitments on at http://dhmh.maryland.gov/ohr/recruitments/SitePages/dhmh-jobs.aspx.
