6. Clinical Update- Dr. Diane Dwyer/Dr. Eileen Steinberger
· Prostate Cancer – 
Screening for Prostate Cancer--Current Recommendation

Release Date: May 2012

The USPSTF recommends against PSA-based screening for prostate cancer.
Grade: D Recommendation.

CRF-CPEST has discussed the recent US Preventive Services Task Force Recommendation (above) with DHMH staff.  DHMH plans to follow this recommendation and, in so doing, prostate cancer screening will not be funded by the CRF-CPEST program.  PSA testing will be covered for men previously screened and found to have an elevated PSA, or men who have had prostate cancer diagnosed who need testing as part of active surveillance or for follow up to their treatment.  We plan to convene the Prostate Cancer Medical Advisor Committee in light of this decision and to revise our Prostate Cancer Minimal Elements and the fact sheet “Is Screening Right For You," to be consistent with the USPSTF recommendation against PSA-based screening for prostate cancer. 

FY 13 Grant Applications that include prostate cancer screening are advised of the need to modify their FY13 Grant Application accordingly. Barbara Andrews and Dwayne Selph will be in communication with each program that targets prostate cancer, for either screening and/or education activities to ensure appropriate modifications are made in the grant application prior to CCSP approval.

We provided the individual endoscopists reports to each program coordinator for your distribution to the providers.  We also have provided statewide data for this period for comparison.  We sent a survey to programs on 8/10/12.  Preliminary results:  as of 8/13/12, 8 programs have responded; as of 8/14/12 a.m.; please.  Please respond to survey if you have not already.
