Complications, Unplanned Events, and Unplanned Interventions

	Complication of a Procedure (or Procedure Incident) is defined as an adverse event occurring in preparation of, during, or after a procedure possibly related to the procedure, including but not limited to: colonic perforation, bleeding requiring an ER visit or hospitalization, drug reaction requiring an ER visit or hospitalization (e.g., allergic reaction, prolonged nausea/vomiting), stroke, myocardial infarction, or death within 30 days of the procedure, if known (and cause of death, even if not procedure-related).  Examples that are NOT complications include:  marked redundancy-scope could not be advanced further, patient experienced discomfort and abdominal pain, poor bowel prep.  


Examples of “complications” include:

During the procedure:  Resolved during colonoscopy; may or may not have led to termination of the colonoscopy

· Bradycardia

· Hypotension

· Abnormal EKG

· Combative, complained of discomfort, agitated, nausea/diaphoresis

· Allergic reaction to antibiotics given pre colonoscopy

During the procedure:  Not resolved and requiring hospitalization or being sent to ER

· Abnormal EKG—suspect Myocardial Infarction (MI)

· MI

· Atrial fibrillation, rapid ventricular response

· Perforation

· Profuse vomiting

· Abdominal pain

· Dehydration

After procedure (following discharge from colonoscopy)

· Diabetic:  hyperglycemia requiring hospitalization/ICU

· Perforation

· Bleeding

· Injury to ureter

Complications of further treatment (surgery, hospitalization)
· Post op wound infection

· Myocardial Infarction  

· Deep vein thrombosis (DVT) with pulmonary emboli (PE)
· Death (e.g., due to MI, DVT with PE, underlying illness [diabetes])
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
