	CRC
Page 4, CRC Screening Form
	Revised the navigation on Page 4 of the CRC screening form:

When the choice ‘CRC detected, no further evaluation/treatment needed-recall for routine screening' is selected, it takes you to the eligibility question the first field on page 1 of post-screening form where client eligibility can be entered.  With this change, users can enter all data in the Diagnosis Section for Eligible Clients on page 2 of post screening such as diagnosis status and date of diagnosis.

Page 2, CRC Post Screening Form
	Made the Payer fields required in screening and post-screening:

The Payer fields for screening, diagnosis, and treatment in all modules are now required fields.  You can still check all payer sources that apply.
As a required field:
a. The field name is in RED on the computer screen. 

b. The field is included in the Required Field Validations, where appropriate.

c. Payer fields will not be skipped when the ‘disable optional elements’ is checked during data entry.

	Enabled Treatment Date for additional cancer treatment selections in the prostate module:

Users can now enter a Treatment Date in addition to the Treatment Status for clients whose Cancer Treatment Plan is ‘Watchful Waiting,’ ‘Unknown,’ and ‘Other, specify.’

Page 1, Core
	Added Friend as a choice in Learn of Program field:

The choice Friend has been added as a choice in the Learn of Program field.  Friend is also included in the Learn of Program reports.  It was on the hard copy form but not in the database.


	CRC, Prostate, and Oral

Page 2, Post Screening
	Changed database screens to match the hard copy forms:

Prostate, Oral, and CRC cancer Staging and Treatment Status fields for the CDC CRC post-screening form in the database now match the forms.

Page 2, Post Screening
	Populated Date of Diagnosis (new field) in existing records:
We filled in the Date of Diagnosis for cases that went to post-screening in existing records; users will need to do this prospectively (going forward) with new records.

Recall Reports

	Replaced the handwritten Notes section with the Recall Outcome field:
In all recall reports, we added the Recall Outcome and removed the blank lines used for documenting notes.



	Billing Table
Data entry page
	Truncated the Procedure Name when ‘Other, specify’ was used in Additional Procedures to fit into the billing Procedure Name:
When using the ‘drop down’ option of Procedure Name in billing, if the procedure name was too long (as entered in Additional Procedures for Procedure—Other, specify), the user would get an error message  because the data entry was too long.  In Billing, the database now truncates the Procedure—Other, specify name to 50 spaces so it fits and is no longer is a problem.

	Enabled Date Results Received by Program in the Billing page:
When using the ‘manual’ option of Procedure Name in billing, the user can now enter the date results received.
