Clinical Expenditure Requirement 

Since the enactment of the Budget Reconciliation and Financing Act of 2004 and in accordance Maryland Health-General Section 13-1107, the Cigarette Restitution Fund (CRF) Cancer Prevention, Education, Screening and Treatment Program (CPEST) grantees have been advised that they must spend at least 60% of the funds under this grant on screening, diagnosis and treatment costs as specified by the program. These requirements have been provided as an attachment in your annual grant awards as the Human Services Agreements Conditions of Award for the Cigarette Restitution Fund Program - Cancer Prevention, Education, Screening, and Treatment Programs. 
Based on this requirement, no more than 40% of the program’s expenditures can be spent on Non-Clinical and Administrative expenses. The ceiling on Administrative expenditures is 7%.  Any Non-Clinical and Administrative expenditure that exceeds the ceiling amount is considered a disallowed expenditure, and the grantee will be required to remit this amount to DHMH. 
Based on a recent Department of Legislative Services Audit, the Department was advised of the need to address CRF-CPEST grantees that fail to comply with Health-General Section 13-1107.
