Billing

· Billing can be entered even AFTER client is discharged

· Date procedure results received can be entered in the billing page manually

· Procedures with long names in the dropdown are now accepted-used to give an error 

· List of procedures on the client Billing screen is sorted by billing date

· List of provider name (practices then individual) the dropdown boxes appear in alphabetical order

· A credit (negative number) can be added to the client's account as a ‘charge’

Data Entry Screens

· PSA draw date and type of notification are now saving data entered (they were not saving before)
Reports

· “Recall outcome” now appear on the recall reports

· All additional procedures appear on the cycle report in the prostate module

· C-LLCD: CRC line list by cycle start date report sorts correctly

· C-LLPD:  CRC line list by procedure date report gives the correct number of procedures when filtering by sponsor
