FY 2010 Budget Reductions - Cigarette Restitution Fund Program (CRFP) Cancer Prevention, Education, Screening and Treatment (CPEST) - to Local Health Departments (LHD)

The Board of Public Works announced a budget reduction for the FY10 CRFP – Cancer Program on 8/26/09. As a result of this action, the CRFP Local Public Health Cancer Component budget (funding to local health departments) was reduced from $7,163,090 to $5,303,622 for the current fiscal year 2010.  
The Center for Cancer Surveillance and Control (CCSC) has recalculated the awards for each jurisdiction and the revised award amounts are listed in Attachment 1.  All future funding is subject to legislative appropriations each year and fund recipients are responsible for notifying all subgrantees or subvendors of this condition.

Please review your previously submitted budgets, budget narratives and performance measures to revise and resubmit them based on the revised budget amounts.  If the budgetary changes have caused a major change in your grant activities and you need to adjust your grant application please do so and submit a revised application also.  Follow grant application instructions provided in Health Officer Memo CCSC #09-23, dated May 1, 2009.

Please submit your revised CRFP cancer budget package to DHMH by September 25, 2009.

In accordance with legislative requirements, at least 60% of funds under this grant must be spent on screening, diagnosis and treatment-related costs (as defined in the grant instruction guidance), and no more than 7% of funds may be spent on administrative costs.  
Any expenditure exceeding these ceiling amounts are considered a disallowed expenditure, and the grantee will be required to remit this amount to DHMH during grant reconciliation at the end of each fiscal year.  
In order to reduce the time needed for the administrative management of your CRFP Cancer program we are reducing the number of site visits and progress reports.  You will receive an updated schedule of reports shortly.
