· How are programs involving their providers and their Health Officers in the decision making?

· Have the local programs contacted their FY 2010 recalls to determine how many will be actually be recalled?  Some clients may need to be discharged due to changes of their eligibility status:  moved, lost to follow-up, insured, etc.

· Are the local programs using “interest lists” for people interested in coming into the program whom you cannot admit because of lack of funds?  Is it the person’s responsibility to call you back next FY or do you call people back if funding is available?

· What types of information or data can the CCSC provide to local programs that will help you prioritize CRC recalls?  Other prostate, oral, or skin recalls?
