6.  Administrative/Grants/Budget and Related Fiscal Issues –Barbara Andrews 
· Eligibility Determination
For eligibility requirements, refer to HO Memo #09-27 that replaces HO Memo #08-58.  
To determine eligibility, the programs must ask the client his income and family size, residency, and health care insurance coverage. 
The program staff needs to ask each client what type of health care insurance s/he has—including whether s/he has Medicaid/Medical Assistance or Medicare.  If the client has Medicare, does the client have Part A only?  Parts A and B?  (Also ask about Part D if the client may be covered for payment for the bowel prep).  
· CRFP/CPEST Grants FY 2011
County grants are due on May 28, 2010. We understand that this is state-wide furlough day. Please follow the very specific instructions for submission as stated in Health Officer Memo #10-16. If you have any questions prior to submission, please contact the lead person for your county, either:

· CRFP/CPEST Grants FY2011 – With the increase in anticipated funding levels, programs are encouraged to reevaluate how they budget the funds.  Programs are expected to increase the number of individuals screened and educated with increases in stated performance measures.  Discuss with your lead contact, any plans to increase staffing from FY 2010 levels.

· Fecal Occult Blood Testing and Programmatic Considerations – If programs are interested in including FOBT (FIT) as part of their program grant application, please let us know as we may be able to get cost estimate from the vendors of these products and/or give you contact information.  Program can budget approximately $30 for FIT.
· Provider Contract Revisions COMING SOON – The CCSC is revising Provider, Hospital, Laboratory, and Pharmacy Contract templates and associated Renewals.  The Provider Contract will include language regarding the need for the provider to give the recall intervals for screening procedures.  We believe this will clarify for providers, the programs expectations in order to meet the CCSC Benchmarks.
· The CRFP/CPEST – The CCSC is reminding the local cancer programs that the Conditions of Award state that CRFP funds are to be the “payer of last resort”.  Several local programs have enrolled individuals that already have insurance coverage for some services through Medicare A, B and/or Medicaid.  Before medical services are rendered, the Local Health Departments must confirm with the client his or her insurance status.   Additionally, before paying for any medical services for an individual who states that they have some insurance, “an explanation of benefits from a third party payer must be received if the client has any type of insurance coverage.”  If programs have questions regarding this directive, please speak to your lead contact or Barbara Andrews. 
· End of Year Reconciliation-FY2010
· Per the Local Health Department Funding System Manual regarding “Reconciliation” it is stated that “The DHMH 440 Annual Report is the standard means of reporting annual total income, expenditures and performance measures.  With some exceptions, local health departments usually are reconciled on the basis of figures provided by the DHMH General Accounting Division via FMIS reports.  If a LHD is reconciled using FMIS, the LHD must submit the DHMH 440A Performance Measures Report to DPCA.  Any LHD has the option to file a DHMH 440 Annual Report.  If this option is exercised, the submitted DHMH 440 takes precedence for fiscal reconciliation.”  Reconciliation documents are due to Department of Program Cost and Analysis not later than August 29, 2010.  (Please note in the prior teleconference we stated by September 2010.) 
· Subcontractor Requirements for Cost Reimbursement contracts.  Provide DHMH 440 and 440A for any subcontractor who you funded in FY 2010 with your reconciliation documents.  
· Unbudgeted Expenditures and Over expenditures.  As a reminder, effective August 20, 2008, LHD’s were advised to complete a Request for Approval form and e-mail or fax to the “Grant Manager” [Barbara Andrews] providing a letter of justification for unbudgeted expenditures and over expenditures in controlled line items.  Controlled line items for funds received from the CRFP include:
1. The total of salaries, consultants, special payments payroll and fringe costs
2. Equipment
3. Purchase of Service
Non-budgeted line items require justification. 
· Community Health Coalition Meetings 
Please ensure that your local government representatives are invited to your coalition meetings and are informed of other opportunities for education and involvement in your CRFP-CPEST cancer control activities/programs and Community Health Coalition. 
· Census 2010 – Please ensure that community partners and coalition members are encouraging their respective community members to complete and submit the forms.
· New Employee Orientation
