Local CRF Program Colonoscopy Feedback Reports

Maryland Colonoscopy Quality Assurance Program
As a follow-up to Health Officer (HO) Memo #11-21 regarding colonoscopy feedback reports, we are sending the provider-specific colonoscopy data.  These provider-specific reports are being sent to each individual Health Officer, via interdepartmental mail, on endoscopists who have performed colonoscopy under the Cigarette Restitution Fund (CRF), Cancer Prevention, Screening, Education, and Treatment (CPEST) Program in the jurisdiction.  The data are derived from the Client Database information that local staff enter.
We have revised the two attachments to HO Memo #11-21:  the “Dear Colleague” letter signed by Dr. Stanley Watkins (Attachment 1) and the Colonoscopy Feedback Report for the Maryland CRF Program as a whole for the period between 7/1/2006 and 12/31/2010 (Attachment 2).
As outlined in HO Memo #11-21:
Each local Health Officer should decide how s/he chooses to handle these reports.  Options that have been mentioned include, but are not limited to:

· Telling the providers that the reports are available and that the provider may request a copy of the provider’s individual report if interested.  The health department would then provide a copy of the provider’s report and a copy of the statewide report (Attachment 2) for comparison, upon the provider’s request.  The Dear Colleague letter could also be included (Attachment 1).
· Sending the provider-specific Colonoscopy Feedback Report to providers with a cover memo from the local Health Officer and a copy of the statewide report (Attachment 2) for comparison.  The Dear Colleague letter could also be included (Attachment 1).

We are asking, upon receipt of the colonoscopy feedback reports, that you:

· Review the Colonoscopy Feedback Report for each provider who has performed one or more colonoscopies in this period.

· Discuss with your CRF/CPEST Program staff, the options and your plan for using the provider-specific Colonoscopy Feedback Report and the ‘Dear Colleague” letter.
Please recognize that this is potentially sensitive information and handle appropriately.  

If a provider has contracted with more than one program, we will produce ONE report for that provider, but we will share it with each Health Officer who holds a contract with that provider.  Please work with your neighboring jurisdictions that also hold contracts with the same providers to coordinate your plan for sharing the feedback report.
Lastly, we are interested in knowing how you are handling these reports in your jurisdiction.  Please let me know how your jurisdiction will manage these reports.
